> BEHPREPARED: itÕs getting harder to be accepted by door and

bar staff — many now insist on ID from anyone who looks under
21 — so make sure you have your student card/acceptable ID 
to avoid being left out on the street

> BEHALERTHANDHAWARE: steer clear of known trouble spots 
and keep your wits about you at chucking out time

TopHtips
> TRAVELHSAFELY: make sure you plan your safe route home,

pre-order a taxi where possible and use well-lit, busy roads 
if walking

> KNOWHYOURHLIMITS: students have been known to drink to
dangerous levels, so avoid drinking to excess! DonÕt make
yourself an easy target 

> STAYHOUTHOFHTROUBLE: you could be fined up to £80 for 
being Ôdrunk and disorderlyÕ — and that can be anything from 
causing harassment, to destroying or damaging property

DrunkHandHdisorderly?
If you go one step too far and get caught, an £80 ticket (penalty notice
for disorder) could be a clear reminder the morning after. Or how
about waking up in a police cell?

Get caught doing any of these and it could be a costly night:
> Urinating or vomiting in the street
> Harassment or fighting
> Damaging property

Get caught three times? You could be banned from pubs and clubs or
even prosecuted.

> KEEPHCOMPANY:H you are more vulnerable when drunk 

so avoid travelling alone 

> STAYHTOGETHER: look out for your mates, donÕt let them
wander off

> BUSHIT: find out about local late night buses — they 
are usually cheap and youÕll have company! 

> PLANHAHEAD: pre-book a cab with a reputable local firm —
check with your student union if youÕre not sure which is best

GettingHhomeHsafely
> CHECKHITÕSHLICENSED: if you hail a cab make sure it is 

branded as a taxi and has a licensed plate

> BEHSENSIBLE:H never accept a ride from a driver who 
approaches you with an unmarked car

> SITHSAFELY:H sit behind the driver if you do have 
to travel alone
